Experiential activity – “New Year’s Bible Doing Plan” 
All too often, we begin the New Year eager to complete another bible reading plan. This is a noble goal 
indeed. Unfortunately, many who start it never finish while some who finish only accomplish one 
thing: reading the bible. Though this may be a good start, it is unfinished. This year, focus instead on a 
Bible Doing plan. What does this mean? Well, read James 1: 22-25. 
 
The simple summary is this: Be doers of God’s word. So, when it comes to God’s word, be like Nike … 
just do it. This year, let’s be intentional in doing God’s word. If this means reading less so you can apply 
more, than do it.  
 
Read Matthew 6:5 – 7:29 each day this week. What word of God do you need to put into action? Do it 
today.
